Each participant is limited to $2,000 
annually for courses in this category.

Issuance 14

Students who have an educational and  
career  goal in mind and need more than 
$2,000  yearly  to achieve those goals 
should apply for Issuance 14. If the student 
has a specific goal in mind, they have to 
create an educational development plan 
and apply for the combination of these 
funds. If approved, a steelworker may be 
eligible for up to $4,500 yearly.
