TUITION ASSISTANCE

materials, equipment or supplies.  The Tuition Assistance Funds are separate from the 
$2,000 Customized Classes fund. 
 
Per the Institute for Career Development Issuance 14.  An active Local 6787 member can 
expend up to $3800 of program funding for combining TAP (tuition assistance) and  
customized courses under the following circumstances: 
 Tuition Assistance (TAP) If seeking a degree from a school listed in the current 

“Accredited Institutions of Post Secondary Education” or by private occupational/
vocational schools recognized by State boards of vocational education.  This will also  

 extend to schools approved by the ICD as “An exception to Policy Provider”. 
 Customized classes:  If courses lead to certification form a nationally accredited body.  

Candidates must get approval prior to registering for classes and their expenditures MAY 
NOT exceed $3,800.
